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Climate Change and You  
Virtually the entire scientific community (99%), has 
concluded that climate change is real and it is caused by 
human activity.  According to a study published on 
Monday, May 25th, by the National Academy of Science, 
climate change is already causing severe weather events 
including prolonged droughts, record -high temperatures, 
and rising sea levels because of melting Arctic sea ice. And 
while everyone will be affected by climate change, the 
people who had least to do with causing the problem will 
be affected the most, including low-income families and 
communities of color across America. 
 
If you are like me, you feel helpless in regard to Climate 
Change.  I am one person and I canôt really make a 
difference, right?  WRONG.  The biggest way to make a 
difference is through example and letting people know why 
you do what you do.  Plastic bags that are used when we 
purchase groceries and other products are a HUGE 
problem.  Plastic bags never truly go away!  Use paper 
bags, or better yet, bring your own reusable cloth bags to 
the store for purchases. 
 
Adopt energy-saving habits. Make it a habit to turn off the 
lights as you leave a room. Also, replace standard light 
bulbs with energy-efficient compact fluorescent bulbs. 
Turn off your computer and unplug electronics when they 
are not in use. 
 

 
Buy locally-manufactured products made with locally -
sourced materials. This goes for food too, with home 
organic gardening as a local ideal. When we minimize 
transportation of goods, we mitigate climate change. 
 
Eat organic when you can. Organic food is good for you 
because youôre not putting pesticides in your body, and it is 
grown without synthetic fertilizers, which begin as 
byproducts of oil refining.   
 
The resources (water and energy) used for processing meat 
and dairy production is huge.   If you canôt stop eating 
meat, maybe you can stop eating meat and dairy for just 
one day every week. 
 
We travel from our air -conditioned homes to our air -
conditioned workplaces in air conditioned cars. Of course, 
we need climate control to protect us from freezing 
temperatures in winter and soaring temperatures in 
summer, but do we need the atmosphere to be exactly 70 
degrees everywhere we go, all year long? Letôs use climate 
control only for the extremes!  
 
As Pope Francis said, ñOn climate change there is a clear, 
definitive and ineluctable ethical imperative to act.ò  It is 

no longer an option to stop climate change; it is our duty to 
join the movement.
