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Today I will wrap up the series from the 

last 3 weeks covering various things having 

to do with the month of November as the 

month where we pray in a special way for 

the faithful departed in purgatory.  Just as it 

was necessary last week, when attempting 

to explain the doctrine of purgatory, to 

touch on several other parts of our Catholic 

faith, so will it be this week in explaining 

the doctrine of indulgences. This is because 

all the truths of our faith are interconnected 

and support one another. In order to 

understand indulgences we have to 

particularly look at 1) something called the 

punishment due to sin, and 2) the 

sacrament of confession. 

What is ñpunishment due to sin?ò Well, 

itôs first important to note simply that sin 

has various consequences. Some examples 

of different consequences of sin that we 

experience here and now would be 1) the 

weakening of our will to seek the good, 2) 

the weakening of our intellect (our 

reasoning capabilities) to figure out what 

the true good is in a particular situation, 3) 

a lessening of the virtues of faith, hope, and 

love within our soul, and the list goes on. 

However, the primary consequence of sin 

is guilt on our soul. Yet there is also 

punishment due to sin that  is a 

consequence. This punishment falls into 

two categories: eternal, and temporal. 

Turning now to the sacrament of 

confession, we see that the most important 

result of this sacrament is the forgiveness 

of guilt on our soul, and any eternal 

punishment. However, temporal 

punishment due to sin may remain. Why? 

Well, as in all things, God would only 

allow this temporal punishment to remain 

if it was for our own good. How could 

punishment possibly be good? It gives us 

an opportunity to make loving amends to 

our heavenly Father through acts of penance.  

Maybe a story would help. When I was a 

young teenager, I accidentally knocked to 

the floor and broke an angel statue 

belonging to my mother that was in our 

home. Little did I know, this statue was a 

parting gift from the Catholic school where 

she taught in Florida before we moved up to 

Missouri, and so it carried a lot of meaning 

for her. She was very distressed about it, and 

yet forgave me for my carelessness. Even 

having my guilt forgiven, I still wanted to 

make up for my mistake, and so I think I 

took upon myself some extra chores around 

the house (I donôt remember exactly what) 

to try and show my sorrow and regret at 

what I had done. 

This is what temporal punishment due to 

sin is. God gives us a chance, as His 

children, to make up for our mistakes.  

Whenever I hear confessions, one of the 

most common Acts of Contrition that people 

use ends with: ñI firmly resolve with the 

help of Thy grace, to confess my sins, to do 

penance, and to amend my life.ò This 

ñdoing penance,ò is taking on ourselves 

some of that punishment in this life, so that 

we have less to make up for in purgatory. 

Itôs also important to remember that the 

whole point of doing this penance here and 

now is to detach us from the desire to sin. 

That is the goal ð- to become so completely 

attached to God our Father, that sin becomes 

unthinkable to us. 

Having said all this, letôs get back to the 

original topic: indulgences. Indulgences are 

granted through the Church to lessen or even 

to completely eliminate this ñpunishment 

due to sin.ò  If the Church was given 

authority by Christ to ñbind and loose,ò even 

serious sins and their consequences, then

certainly she also has authority to ñbind 

and looseò lesser consequences, such as 

the temporal consequences of sin that 

weôve been discussing in this article. 

Now, to obtain an indulgence we have to 

do some particular prayer or act of 

charity (a list of these things is provided 

in a book called the ñEnchiridion of 

Indulgencesò), plus an additional three 

things. First, we must go to confession 

and receive Holy Communion within 8 

days before or after we complete that 

prayer or act of charity. Second, we must 

pray for the intentions of the Pope. 

Finally, and this is the kicker, we have to 

be completely detached from the desire 

to commit even venial sin. Thatôs not 

easy! And yet it makes sense that this is a 

requirement for an indulgence. 

Remember how the whole point of 

temporal punishment due to sin is to  

detach us from the desire to sin, in order 

to attach us to God? Well, if we want to 

lessen or eliminate that temporal 

punishment, it requires that weôve 

already attained that goal of full 

detachment from the desire to sin.   

Finally, itôs also good to know that we 

can obtain indulgences for people already 

in purgatory, because through our 

connection with all believers in the Body 

of Christ, we can affect each other 

through our good or bad actions. Just as 

sin is never private, but affects everyone 

in the Body of Christ, the Church, so also 

good works like indulgences can affect 

other members!
