Pope Francis Speaks on Love 

Love is not what is depicted in romantic films; it 

is action and service toward others, Pope Francis 

stated in a homily at a Roman parish on Sunday, 

May 6, 2018. 

ñLove is not what they say in 

moviesé Love is not playing 

violins, all romantic. No, love 

is work. Love shows itself in 

works, not in words,ò Some-

times people might think that 

love is what they see between a 

couple in a film, but love is 

actually found in ñworking for 

others,ò Francis said. 

Referencing the dayôs Gospel, he invited Catho-

lics to strive to remain in Godôs love, looking into 

the heart and asking themselves: ñDo I remain in 

the love of the Lord or [do I] go out to look for 

other amusements and conduct of life?ò 

For example, if you speak badly of others, then 

you do not have love, the pope said.  He proceed-

ed to invite Catholics to pray to the Lord for help 

to remain in his love and to model this love to 

others.

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Thoughts from Guardian Angels   
We celebrate Motherôs Day this 

weekend, one of the most beautiful days 

of the year. 

 

Motherhood is a very high 

calling.  What relationship can ever 

replace the love of a mother and a 

grandmother?  It is essential for women 

to realize that the love, guidance and 

influence they provide to their children 

(and spouses) are distinct and 

invaluable.  Abraham Lincoln spoke 

similar words when he said, "All that I 

am or ever hope to be, I owe to my angel 

Mother." 

 

Unfortunately, many people in our 

society would not agree with these 

sentiments about Mothers.  They think 

everyone must have a career and they do 

not give the stay-at-home Mothers the 

credit they deserve, for what they view 

as an ignored and thankless job.
